1.1 CREATE AN ILLUSTRATOR DOCUMENT

For this particular design we created a 8.25x5.25

- Load a design into the file and arrange it inside the art-
board

1.2 CREATE YOUR CUT LINES

- Create a path around all your artwork. This will serve as
your Perforated Cut line

- Select the path and use the Mimaki lllustrator Plugin to
register the paths as mimaki cut lines

1.3 SAVE YOUR LAYERS
- You should now have a graphic with:

e Cut lines

¢ Artboard with desired glow in the dark image
- Save all the layers as an EPS file
